As soon as my little daughter came home from the first day of 
Vacation Bible School, she sang out loud the song “Faithful with It 
All” that she had learned. The song sings about the faithfulness of 

God who is faithful with big things and small things, and therefore 
faithful with it all! As people who experience God's faithfulness every 

day, how do you understand it and what is your testimony?  
 
“3.09” is the number that reminds me of faithfulness. Can you guess 

what the number is about?  
 
Driving back home from nursing homes at Matamoras on 

Wednesdays, I often stop by a big sign of the number “3.09,” which is 
the regular gas price at the gas station. Since months ago, I have been 

interested in and curious about the unchanging price. Other gas 
stations change the price sign on a daily basis, but the little gas 
station at the corner of the downtown has not changed the number 

for many months! Now, every time I need to fill the gas, I think of the 
gas station and expect the unchanging price, $3.09. Faithfulness is 
about consistency or unchanging nature.  

 
As Methodists, we believe that God’s faithfulness is not just about 

God’s unchanging love but also a “continual openness” of God’s 
promise for us “to receive through the Holy Spirit all the life God has 
promised,” according to the John Wesley Fellows site, “God is 

unchanging, and His promises are sure because they rest on His 
eternal nature.” 

 
So whether it's through a child's joyful song, a familiar number on the 
roadside, or the quiet whisper of the Spirit in our hearts, we are 

reminded again and again: God is faithful. Faithful with the little 
things, the big things—and yes, faithful with it all!  
 

Moreover, we, as God’s children, are called to be faithful too. Our 
faithfulness may be shown as we reflect God’s love and continual 

openness unto big things and small things through our daily living, 
and missions and ministries through our church. Amen.
