The life I now live in the body, I live by faith in the
Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me” (Galatians 2:20).

So may you experience God’s steadfast love for you, and may Jesus
Christ—the seed within you—be revealed through your life: in
faithfulness and fruitfulness. For in Him, nothing is wasted, and
everything can bloom again.
