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From the Pastor’s Pen.. %
Greetings! Happy Summer!

We are entering the vibrant months of July and August. We notice
that nature does not remain still. The flowers of spring have faded,
and the trees are now busily soaking up the intense summer sun,
deepening the green leaves. It looks like they are getting ready to
produce fruits in the time of harvest.

Just as it is with the laws of nature, our lives as Christians also
naturally move toward growth, change, and fruitfulness. As our faith
deepens, we become mature. If there are no traces of change in our
lives, how can we call ourselves “Christians,” the Christ followers?
The first disciples of Jesus, as we know through the Gospels, were not
perfect saints in the first place. They were spiritually dull, frequently
losing their tempers, and being afraid enough to flee in the face of
danger. Yet, after some time of following the Lord and experiencing
the radical love of God through his life, death, and resurrection and
the empowerment of the Holy Spirit, they became entirely different
people. They were transformed into the “Christians” filled with love,
courage, wisdom, patience, and tender mercy.

The bible offers us a profound clue to the secret of this great
transformation through the event of Jesus’ Transfiguration. When
Jesus’ appearance was gloriously changed on the mountain, the
Gospel writers captured this divine moment using the Greek word
"metamorphoo.” This word was not reserved solely for the
supernatural Transfiguration of Christ. The Apostle Paul used this
exact same word in his letters to exhort the believers to be
transformed in their own lives:

"Do not conform to the pattern of this world, but be transformed
(metamorphoo) by the renewing of your mind..." (Romans 12:2)

The glorious Transfiguration of Jesus is not just a historical event to
marvel at; it is the ultimate blueprint and destination for the spiritual
transformation we are called to embody today. The Lord is challenging
us not to remain stagnant, comfortable churchgoers, but to live a life
of metamorphoo—being renewed into the very image of Christ.
During the hot summer days of July and August, my prayer is that
such a wonderful transformation will take place within all of us. May
our rough edges be smoothed away, our fears be turned into courage,
and our dry hearts be refilled with His love and mercy. May our
transformed daily life witness to the good news of Jesus Christ to the
world. Amen.
